All offered in a fun environment with a program infused with the Scouting Spirit.

Modeling “a month in the life” of an ideal Troop, each NYLT Patrol will be challenged to present its own "Quest for the
Meaning of Leadership." This challenge is designed to have each go through the four (4) stages of team development; and,
help the Patrols and Scouts internalize the leadership concepts and skills presented along the trail through NYLT.

Scouts interested in becoming better and more effective leaders both in Scouting and in life. By June 1%, 2011, each Scout
must: be First Class or above in rank; be at least 13 years old; and, have completed their Troop-run TLT (Troop Leadership
Training).
